Members of the Penn Hills Ed-ucation Association have votedin favorofastrikeauthorization.According to a news releasefrom the association, the voteFeb. 13 resulted in favor by asuper majority after a year ofbargaining with the district.“This is certainlynot thepointwe wanted to come to,” saidPHEA President Mark Wolfe, amusic teacher at Linton MiddleSchool. “There is only so muchwecantakeandonlyso longthatwecancrossour fingersandwaitfor reasonable proposals fromthedistrict. Ourmembers spokevery clearly tonight to give theauthorization to our executiveteam to call for a strike if condi-tionsat the tabledon’t improve.”According to Annie Briscoe,PSEA western region advoca-cy coordinator, the associationrepresents 225 Penn Hills edu-cators including teachers andcounselors. Employees havebeenbargainingwiththedistrictsince January 2024 andworkingwithout a contract since June.According to a statement,

school district leadership wasmadeawareof theauthorizationto strike after receiving mediarequests for comment.“Penn Hills School DistrictAdministration and the SchoolBoard hope to quickly reach anagreement. We know this situa-tioncanbeconcerning, especial-ly since it comes in themiddleofthe school year. The District iscommitted to transparent com-munication to students, parentsand staff throughout this pro-cess,” the statement said.The association noted therehas been some progress on is-sues during bargaining, but onerecent challenge was a proposalto implement “drastic changes”toemployeehealthcare.Districtadministrationsaid theydidnotpropose changes in coverage forteachers or their families, butidentified a plan that “matchesteachers’ current benefits whilesaving over $500,000 per year.”They did not detail how thismoney was being saved.Briscoe said multiple ed-ucators are being treated for

Several parents attended theShaler Area School Boardmeet-ing on Nov. 15 to address theboardabout thepossible closureof Reserve Primary School.The conversation comes afterthe district received the resultsofa feasibilitystudythatempha-sizedwork thatneeds tobedonein the district. The study wasconducted within the last yearand looked at district facilities.The study results predicted thatthedistrict’senrollmentwilldropover the next five years.With the risk of losing morestudents, theschoolboardisnowlooking for a way to consolidatethe district to keep it running.According to Shaler Area su-perintendent Sean Aiken, thereis no set plan just yet. The dis-trictplans to lookateveryoptionbefore making a consolidationplan.
“This is a long-range plan,”Aiken said. “It’s a long-range dis-cussion, too.We’re in theprocessof having conversations aboutthe future sustainability of the

school district. No decisionshave beenmade.”The school board shared theresultswiththepublicat theNov.8 committee of thewholemeet-ing. One of the consolidationsolutions was closing ReservePrimary School and relocatingstudents to one of the three oth-erprimaryschools inthedistrict.Aiken said that the district hashad declining enrollment forthe past couple of years. He saidthat there are approximately3,770 students enrolled, and thedistrict is still operating sevenschools.
“Oneof the strategies that dis-tricts across the state andacrossthe country use when thinkingabout declining enrollment isconsolidation,” Aiken said. “Westarted thinkingaboutwherewecould consolidate.”Aiken said that the boardneeds time to decide which, ifany, schools need to close, whatfacilities need to stay open, howto combine schools and howthose strategies will help in thefuture. He said that Reserve is“by far” the school with the low-estenrollment inthedistrict:114children are currently enrolledthere.

As the longtime president of Bethel ParkCouncil, Tim Moury has worked on mu-nicipal budgets each year going back tothe 1990s.
His final effort in that regardcomeswitha tough choice: raising the real estate taxrateby0.75millsandthemunicipalportionof the taxonearned incomeandnetprofitsby 0.1% for 2024.“We spent a lot of time going over thebudget. Could we have made it a little lessand cut services? Yeah, we probably couldhave,” said Moury, who decided not toseek another term, during council’s Nov.13meeting. “Butwewouldhaveonlymort-gaged our future.”Council voted unanimously to approvethe tax increases while adopting a $30.75millionspendingplanforgeneraloperatingexpenses in2024.Thecurrentyear’sbudgetlists the total at $29.83million.The new real estate tax rate is 3.53mills,of which .34mills is dedicated to the Beth-el Park Volunteer Fire Company. For theowner of a property valued at $149,300,the median for the municipality as listedby Allegheny County, the tax bill will be$527.03, up $111.98 over this year.The earned income/net profits tax risesto 1.5%, with .5% going to Bethel ParkSchool District.

Dr. Timothy Campbell, another councilmemberwhodidnot run for reelection, ex-plainedsomeof thecircumstances leadingto the increases.“We’ve seen double-digit increases ininflation. That affects everything fromourpaper clips to paper products to grass seedto salt trucks to police vehicles. It affectsthe cost of asphalt. It affects tremendouslyeven things like utility bills that we’ve hadtodo—drywall, forgoodness sake,”Camp-bell said. “We’ve also seen a 9.75 (percent)increase in a lot of our health care costs.And that’s only been manifested, really, inthe last sixmonths.”A new five-year contract with garbageandrecyclingcollectorWasteManagement,as negotiated for multiple municipalitiesthrough the South Hills Area Council ofGovernments, means a 56% cost increasefor Bethel Park in 2024, according toCampbell.
“We’ve cut every extra, superfluous ex-pense we possibly could,” he said. “Wefroze andwe postponed a lot of the capitalprojects that we would have liked to havedone. Yetwe still have toplowandpave theroads.We still need tokeep the streetlightson.We still need tomaintain the parks.”

Real estate, earnedincome taxes setto rise inBethel Park

Six decades after the assassination ofPresident John F. Kennedy, a frequentlecturer on the subject agrees withthe original official version of whattranspired:
“Evenall theseyears later, Igenerallyhave come out and said, ‘The WarrenCommission, I think, got most of itright.’ ”
Bethel Park resident Dick Jewell, anattorney who served 11 years as pres-identofGroveCityCollege, concludesthat Lee Harvey Oswald acted aloneon Nov. 22, 1963, and that despiteOswald’smurder twodays laterby JackRuby, no conspiracy existed.Jewell, 78, was the speaker for thesecond in a series of lectures hostedby the Bethel Park Historical Society,following a talk in March by retiredmining professional Warren Merritton the history of local coalmines.For the society’s Nov. 18 program,Jewell covered a variety of aspectsrelated to the fourth andmost recentkilling of a U.S. president, from hispersonal recollectionsandviewpointsto the latest entry among 2,000 or sobooks written about the era-definingtragedy.

‘No smoking guns’In 2018, the National Archives re-leased 19,045 assassination-relateddocuments, and according to Jewell,

about 98% of such documents areavailable to the public.“No smoking guns in all that infor-mation,” he reported, despite a wide-spread perception that “people werehiding things.”
Critics of the Warren Commissionbegan trying to poke holes in thegroup’s 888-page report soon after itwas released, but Jewell’s contention

is that it reflects the advantage ofcontemporaryquestionsandanswers.“They had the benefit of a lot ofinterviews,” he said, adding up to 525people and 25,000 pages’ worth oftranscription. “So they got a tremen-dous amount of information right upfront for the months that they werelooking at it.”

Bridgeville’s real estate tax rate is expectedto remain the same next year, maintaining aconsistent level since 2019.Borough council plans to vote Dec. 11 onadopting the 2024 budget, which calls fora rate of 6.5 mills on buildings and 10 millson land.
The budget for the general fund, whichserves as the principal source for day-to-day borough operations, is slightly under$3.7million.
“For the general fund comparing 2023 to2024, operating costs of the municipality areincreasing by $185,522.93 and will fund theaddition of a ninth full-time police officer,and cover increased personnel costs suchas insurance and contractual obligations,”borough manager Joseph Kauer stated in adetailed message accompanying the budgetreport prepared for council.“Revenue as budgeted is increasing overallby approximately 4.5% in the general fund,”he noted, mainly from money generated bythe borough’s earned income and real estate

The recent iOS 17 updateincludesanewfeaturecalledNameDrop.Appleonitsweb-site toutsNameDropasawayto “quickly share contact in-formation with a nearby iP-hone or AppleWatch.”Apple said its users cantouch iPhones together orbring themclose to anAppleWatch until the NameDropscreen appears on both de-vices. People can then sharetheir contact card and re-ceive the other person’s.TheNameDropcanbecan-celed if the twodevicesmoveaway from each other or ifone of the devices is lockedbefore the transfer is com-plete, according to Apple.The feature has raisedalarmswithlawenforcementagencies across the coun-try that are concerned the
